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Insufficient = The level is unacceptable. There are a number of fundamental shortcomings and a thorough revision is required. 
Major remarks = The level is very moderate. A number of serious shortcomings may undermine the overall value of the thesis. 
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Good = The level more than meets the assessment criteria. There are no significant shortcomings. 
Excellent = The level is considerably above expectations and can be called "professional". There are hardly any shortcomings. 
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
